First Sunday of Lent



FIRST SUNDAY OF LENT

Occasionally scripture employs the literary technique called inclusion,
a phrase of theme appearing early in a book and then resurfacing approximately
the same distance from the end. One such inclusion appears in the Gospel
according to Luke. Here in the fourth chapter, the devil departs from Jesus—for
a time. Satan returns in the twenty-second chapter, entering into Judas, who
then betrays Jesus. So was the withdrawal merely a tactic, Satan biding time?
No. Satan is not even remotely an equal opponent of God. Jesus does
not stumble upon Satan, but is brought to the desert to triumph over
temptation. The devil is then dismissed. Only much later is Satan permitted to
re-appear and evil do its worst; only then is evil permitted an illusory triumph
utterly reversed on Easter Sunday. What is central in Jesus’ temptation
is not Satan but the nearness of God, which Jesus acknowledges by quoting the word of God to repel
temptation. Lent is our time to meditate upon God’s nearness, an opportunity to remove the clutter that
distracts us from God’s Word. How well am I using Lent to hear God’s voice in a deeper way than before?

For 2010,
that would be between February 21st and May 30th. We still use the expression “making our Easter
Duty.” It would be much better to think in terms of “Easter Privilege”. For most people, Easter Duty
includes “going to confession.” but if a person is free of serious sin, there is no need to receive the
Sacrament of Penance. Whatever your situation, this reminder of Easter Duty is offered—~Parish
