THIRD SUNDAY of EASTER
First Reading: Acts of the Apostles 3:13-15,17-19
Peter preaches that Jesus has been raised from the dead and calls upon the people to repent.
Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 4:2,4,7-8,9
A prayer seeking God's favor.
Second Reading: 7 John 2:1-5a
Those who know God keep his commandments.
Gospel Reading: Luke 24:35-48 Jesus appears again to his disciples and shares a meal with them.

The Paschal Mystery is the heart of the entire liturgical and sacramental life of the Church, and occupies a
particular focus during the Easter season. Today's Gospel portrays disciples who allowed the events of Good
Friday to blind them to the hope of resurrection and new life as promised by Jesus. In so doing, they lost hope in
his mission. Jesus appeared to them in his risen and glorified body but they thought they were seeing a ghost.
Jesus said to them, "Look at my hands and my feet, that it is | myself." Then he asked for something to eat and
ate a piece of fish in front of them. In this human action, the disciples realized again that Jesus was no longer
dead but living among them.

Do we doubt the presence of the Risen Lord in our lives when all seems lost and our hopes are dashed? If
so, fear not! Christ is there to walk with us on the journey of life to give us the gift of himself and to offer us the
abundance of Easter joy.

Gestures at Mass
* The Lord's Prayer - The bishops of the United States have recommended that in the |
Mass, as we pray the Our Father, the prayer given us by Jesus Himself, we extend our arms
downward in supplication, holding both hands with the palms outward in the ancient orans
(latin, prayer) gesture. This gesture signifies our need, our humble dependence on God, our open-
ness to receive the gifts of daily bread, and the forgiveness which we seek in this prayer.

* The Sign of the Cross before the Gospel Reading - We make the Sign of the Cross on our forehead,
our lips, and our chest, following the action of the deacon or priest at that moment. The prayer that many of
us were taught to pray while making these Signs of the Cross is: ""May the Word of the Lord be on my ||
mind (make the sign of the Cross on the forehead), on my lips (then on the lips), and in my heart (on the ;
chest).”" In other words, the action is the physical manifestation of a prayer, asking God to help us to
understand the Gospel (mind), to proclaim it ourselves (lips), and to live it in our daily lives (heart). The
Sign of the Cross is a profession of the essential mysteries of Christianity--the Trinity and the Death and [{
Resurrection of Christ. Making the Sign of the Cross as we prepare to hear the Gospel is a way of pro- ]
fessing our faith--and of asking God that we might be worthy to profess it and to live it.
