THIRTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
First Reading:  Wisdom 1:13-15; 2:23-24  Death entered the world through the work of the devil. 
Responsorial Psalm:  Psalm 30:2,4,5-6,11,12,13  A prayer of thanksgiving to God for having 
rescued us. 
Second Reading:  2 Corinthians 8:7,9,13-15  As Christ became poor for our sake, so must we 
share with those in need from our abundance. 
Gospel Reading:  Mark 5:21-43 ( shorter form, Mark 5:21-24,35b-43)  Jesus heals a woman 

afflicted with a hemorrhage and raises Jairus' daughter from death. 

 Today we hear the story of the woman who suffered for twelve years from a hemorrhage and the young girl 
who appears dead.  The woman with the hemorrhage would have been considered unclean, and in desperation 
she approaches Jesus to touch His cloak.  Jesus cures her of her bleeding and tells her to "go in peace."  And 
she does just that!  She is transformed--lifted, risen--from an ostracized woman to a woman of faith and good 
standing.  The same idea of resurrection from the dead is more easily seen in the other story of the twelve-year-
old girl presumed to be dead.  Jesus tells the crowd, "The child is not dead, but asleep." And to the child he 
says, "Little girl, I say to you, arise?"  This indeed is a story of resurrection, one that is an anticipation of Jesus' 
own resurrection from the dead and also of ours. 

 Do you believe that death conquers all?  Remember, Jesus is risen and will raise us to new life.  Death is not 
the end!

 "...When you visit the new memorial to Martin Luther King, Jr. on our national mall, read carefully the 14 
quotations inscribed there.  You will not find a single reference to God.  Not one.  Imagine how those in      
authority must have searched to come up with 14 quotations of Reverend King without one mention of the   
Almighty.  There is no more shocking symbol of the ongoing campaign to drive religion out of our public life. 
 ...While the King Memorial was scrubbed of any reference to our Creator, in Jefferson's Memorial, the 
walls tell us, 'The God who gave us life, gave us liberty.'  And they ask us, 'Can the liberties of a nation be se-
cure when we have removed a conviction that these liberties are the gift of God?'  A great deal hinges on how 
we answer that question."  Prayerfully, give our religious liberties your thoughtful reflection.
