


THE EPIPHANY of the LORD  
First Reading:  Isaiah 60:1-6  Jerusalem shall be a light to all nations. 
Responsorial Psalm:  Psalm 72:1-2,7-8,10-13  Every nation on earth shall worship the Lord. 
Second Reading:  Ephesians 3:2-3a,5-6  Gentiles are coheirs in the promise of Christ. 
Gospel Reading:  Matthew 2:1-12  The Magi seek out Jesus and do him homage. 
  Today's celebration of the Epiphany of the Lord serves as a reminder of the true mean-
ing of the liturgy. The story of the visit of the magi from the east has been depicted in Christian 
art for centuries. We have invented names for these three mysterious figures. We have ascribed race and ethnic 
origin to each of them. Some traditions claim that there were up to twelve magi. The only evidence we have of 
these magi is from just one of the four Gospels, the account we hear from Matthew today. The Church's liturgy 
asks us to look beyond the words and the traditions that have grown up around this story. The liturgy is for today--
it is not a sentimental recalling of past events. At the heart of this celebration is the fact that Jesus is manifested 
to all people. This is what Epiphany celebrates. Today, the Lord Jesus is manifested to you, to your worshipping 
community, indeed to the very ends of the earth. If the liturgy celebrates the now, how does this manifestation of 
the Lord occur? We believe that Christ is made present in word and sacrament, right here, right now. This is the 
miracle of Epiphany that occurs each and every time we gather to give praise to God. Looking past the folklore 
that has developed about the Gospel story, you can focus instead on how the Lord is manifested to you today. 
Take the Epiphany challenge and find ways that you can share Christ with others, creating an endless circle of 
epiphanies.

                                    Feast of  EPIPHANY OF THE LORD 
 Today’s feast is also popularly known as the Feast of Three Kings.  In some              
countries it is a Holy Day of Obligation, always celebrated on January 6th.  In our 
country it is celebrated this year today, the 5th of January.  
 St. Matthew tells us in his Gospel that after the birth of Jesus, three men arrived in 
Jerusalem, having been guided there from the East by a star, looking for the King of the 
Jews.  Were they Kings or Magi or Wise Men or Astrologers?  We really don’t know.  
But somewhere in tradition they have been given the names Caspar, Melchior and 
Balthasar.  They were probably men of importance, arriving with a great entourage of 

camels and servants.  When did they come?  It could have 
been up to two years after the birth of Jesus, because Herod, 
who wanted to be rid of this newborn king that he perceived 
as a threat, had all the baby boys in Bethlehem put to death 
who were two years old and younger.   
 The importance of these men is this:  They were non-Jewish and came with 
royal gifts for Christ.  So God was telling us that Jesus was here to be               
accepted not only by the Jews, but by everyone as KING and GOD.  So from 
the very beginning, Jesus was showing and manifesting and revealing (and that’s 

what the word “epiphany” means) that He came as the Savior of all peoples. 
 Now it is up to us to continue His Epiphany—it is our responsibility to show Christ and to reveal Him 
to those around us by our words and example. Perhaps we can make a resolution to do this a little better in 
this new year of 2014.  

The Old Closes and the New Parish Share Campaign Begins on Sunday, February 2nd 
 The old PSP Program will conclude on the weekend of January 25/26th.  We have reached our               
assessed goal at St. Agnes, but Holy Trinity’s goal of $23,221 has not yet been reached.   If we do not 
reach our goals then the Diocese automatically takes it out of our savings which could happen at the parish 
of Holy Trinity.  With your understanding and support we pray that you will help us meet our goals, rather 
than seeing our savings reduced; and we are prayerfully grateful that St. Agnes did reach their goal.  We 
pray that we will be able to meet the goals and maintain financial stability at both our parishes. 
 Throughout the month of January, you may use your ordinary envelopes and help with your financial 
stewardship by fulfilling your pledge; or perhaps, we will be most grateful if you could give added funds so 
that our assessed goals can be met and our savings will not be drawn upon at Holy Trinity. 
 Our new assessed goals for the parishes for 2014 have not been received; hopefully, they will be the 
same as in the past year, so that with your wonderful stewardship we can meet our goals.
