 Sighs allow us to sit there for a moment or two without breathing—just being there at peace and without 
whatever it is that we just exhaled, without our worry or our confusion or maybe even our inner pain. It’s al-
most as if a sigh is a prayer for new spirit. On the other hand, hiccups are almost like breathing with potholes 
and speed bumps, like gulps of roughage to keep the good air flowing—or maybe they’re gulps of spirit to get 
the body into balance when it’s quite content to stay out of balance, a kind of forced prayer. 
 Lately I’ve been thinking about sighing and hiccupping. Maybe it’s because I’ve grown older and sigh 
more often. Now when I sigh, I find myself deciding to live with life the way it is and saying to myself that it’s 
got to be okay, because like it or not, it’s all I’ve got. I’ve begun to realize that after fighting with some of my 
sins for sixty-some years without much ever seeming to change, maybe I just need to let God do whatever God 
is going to do. And so the Spirit sighs, which is another way of saying, “Jesus is Lord.” 
 On the other hand, after sixty-plus years of living I also keep discovering new sinfulness in my life, little 
corners that I’ve allowed to get dusty by staying out of them. Like greed that I had labeled “being practical.” 
Like protecting myself from being used, which turns out to be no more than selfishness. And every once in a 
while, in a moment of honesty, I’ll come across one of those dusty corners, and it’s a bit like trying to swallow 
a peanut butter sandwich without any milk. It’s hard to get down, and then you start to hiccup.

Come Holy Spirit—Come With Your Gifts 
 Before Jesus ascended into Heaven, He promised that, together with the Father, He would send us the 
Holy Spirit.  Today we celebrate that first coming of the Holy Spirit on this Feast of Pentecost.  Jesus 
had explained that the Holy Spirit would remind us of all that he had taught us, so He would be a Spirit of 
TRUTH.  By bringing us together in Christ and in the one true Faith, He would also be a Spirit of UNITY. 
 As we celebrate the first coming of the Holy Spirit, at the same time we acknowledge that He is with us, 
here and now.  We have received Him and His Gifts in Baptism and in a special way in Confirmation.             
Just as the Apostles opened themselves to receive the Holy Spirit, so it must be with us—otherwise the Holy 
Spirit has nothing to work with.  Let’s resolve today, in our own individual lives, to give Him something 
to work with.  If we make an effort to come to a fuller knowledge and deeper understanding of God’s 
Teachings, then the Holy Spirit can enlighten, guide, and strengthen our Faith.  
Then, with a confirmed Faith and solid convictions, we can practice our Faith correctly. 
We can recognize error and reject it—and we can help to pass on the Truth of our Faith 
to others by word and example.  Doing this, we can play our small part, with the help of 
the Holy Spirit, in bringing among Christians the Unity that Jesus wants and prayed for. 
 In the Decree on the Apostolate of the Laity, which was promulgated at Vatican Council II, this is 
what the Church teaches: “In the Church there is diversity of service but unity of purpose. Christ con-
ferred on the Apostles and their successors the duty of teaching, sanctifying, and ruling in His name and 
power.  But the Laity, too, share in the priestly,  prophetic, and royal office of Christ and therefore have 
their own role to play in the mission of the whole People of God in the Church and in the world.”
