








Why Can’t Everyone

Receive the Eucharist?

The Committee on Divine Wor-
ship of the United States Conference
of Catholic Bishops has clearly stated
that all people—whether they believe
in Jesus or not—are welcome to pray in Catholic
Churches and to attend our Masses and other cele-
brations, but we can’t welcome all people to Com-
munion for several reasons. For one, the Catholic
belief that the consecrated host is Jesus’ Body and
Blood is unique, so we can’t welcome those who
don’t believe what we believe about the Eucharist.
And for a variety of reasons, some Catholics cannot
receive the Eucharist.
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Too often we Catholics sit in judgment of others,
and that’s wrong. But if we offer the Eucharist to
people—who don’t believe they are receiving the ac-
tual Body and Blood of Jesus, or to Catholics who
believe but aren’t properly disposed to receive, we’re
not respecting the Eucharist. Thus, we need to be-
come more Eucharistically minded.
