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Reflecting on God’s Word

Going to the school of Jesus was not always easy for the disciples. Beginning with this event, Jesus begins
to educate them about what it means to be his disciple. He starts with the basics: Who he is. Like a good
teacher, he engages them in a discussion, asking two questions, going from the easier one to the more demand-
ing one: Who do others say I am? Who do you say [ am?

The first question gets a quick answer, but the second one gets only Peter’s response. By saying “You are
the Christ” (Mark 8:29), Peter was naming Jesus as the long-awaited Anointed One, the one who would come
to restore Israel’s political kingdom and overthrow the Romans. But this was not to be. Jesus counters Peter by
speaking of himself as the Son of Man who must suffer, be rejected, be killed, and then rise after three days.
Peter is aghast at this and places himself in front of Jesus so that Jesus has to tell him to get behind him. Peter
is blocking his way, like an obstacle, a stumbling block, an adversary (Satan), preventing Jesus from going in
the direction he is heading. Peter had learned about a Messiah of power and prestige and Jesus was talking
about a Man of pain and punishment. Peter wanted a political Messiah, not a suffering one. Peter saw the disci-
ples taking part in the pageantry of a new age, and Jesus spoke of denying oneself and picking up a cross.

But graduating from the school of Jesus means moving out of our comfort zone into a distressful district: a
place where we take up the cross of self-denial and self-sacrifice. Of course, it all depends on how we answer
his question: Who do you say that I am?

Family Prayer Help Families Make

the hectic pace of family
life often means that prayer gets lost in the shuffle.
Here are five ways that families might add more
prayer to their day. Start by picking the one or two
that call your attention and see how it goes. Remem-
ber, even your desire to pray more is a prayer.

Start the day with prayer - I learned this trick many
years ago from my second grade teacher, Sister Re-
gina. Put your bedroom slippers or shoes far under
your bed at the end of the day. Each morning while
on your knees retrieving your footwear, say a quick
prayer offering the whole day to God.

Give a minute to prayer in the car - Many families
spend a lot of time in the family auto. As you start the
engine, say a quick prayer that you will be aware of
God’s presence in your day. Our family often said the
Prayer of St. Francis as we buckled in.

Keep special intentions in mind - A family I know
keeps a jar on the kitchen windowsill in which each
family member can place a note listing a special in-
tention that the others can pray for. It could be to do
well on a test, handle a work situation well, or for the
health of a relative or a friend. Everyone keeps those
special intentions in mind throughout the day.

Pray at every meal - Never let a meal begin without
at least a moment of thanks to the one who provides
all that we need.

Pray when people or events upset you - If you want
a sure-fire way to pray more each day, make a habit of
saying a short prayer whenever someone irritates you.
A quick “Help me, God” is sufficient. You’ll never
run out of opportunities!
